Kent (who lived for 
some time in Mrica and served as 
the musical director of Australia's 
Circus Oz) had been traveling with 
his other band, Lights in a Fat 
City, with Newby and percussion­
ist Eddy Saye·r. Now based here, 
Fat City is organized around 
Kent's didgeridoos, the sacred 
aboriginal instruments made from 
eucalyptus branches hollowed out 
by termites. 

· But the didge's drones, made 
and manipulated by a variety of 
humming, growling, mouthing 
and circular breathing tech­
niques, are surprisingly adaptable 
to a range of musical contexts . 
After Kent and Custer started up 
regular didge and clarinet duet 
improvisations at Radio Valencia, 
they invited percussionist John 
Loose into the fold. Loose had 
moved here eight years ago, after 
deserting the East Coast classical
